SALES:
1. A 20% commission will be charged on all work sold by GNAL
members. A 30% commission will be charged on work sold by
T KoRnfembers. (This includes portfolio sales.)
2. Buyer’s check must be made out to the artist. Upon acceptance
in the show, the artist assumes responsibility for payment of the
proper commission due GNAL.
3. Sales Portfolio: Artists may bring unframed or matted work for a
sales portfolio. Please bring only cleanly matted, well-presented,
recent work. Each piece should contain a label with a price and artist’s
name. A list of work with corresponding information
should be prepared and given to the show Chair at drop-off.
*Artists submitting portfolio pieces will agree to accept a two-hour
“exhibition sitting” assignment, as needed by the show Chair.

SUBMISSION:

1. All entries must be delivered to the GNAL Schoolhouse Gallery as
per delivery guidelines.

2. GNAL does not assume responsibility for any work, however, all
reasonable care will be taken in handling pieces submitted. GNAL
does not insure your work and you ENTER AT YOUR OWN RISK.

3. In the event of a question, the receiving committee will have the
sole right and responsibility in accordance with GNAL rules to
determine an artist’s status as pro or non-pro.

4. ALL TWO-DIMENSIONAL WORK MUST BE PROPERLY FRAMED
AND WIRED WITH BRAIDED WIRE ONLY. STRING, OTHER
TYPES OF WIRE, SAWTOOTH HANGERS, ETC. WILL NOT BE
ACCEPTED. NO EXCEPTIONS!

5. All sculpture must have its own base. Sculpture must be portable.
Three-dimensional pieces must be self -supporting and may not be
attached to the walls or floor.
